Leon is an extremely versatile and powerful athlete who was a dominant
player in the Japanese Major Leagues for 10 years. He hit 268 home runs, had
884 RBI's, and a .308 lifetime BA in 1,255 games. He also served as
technical director for the movie, "Mr. Baseball". The 1992 SMSBL Yankee
team won the league title on Leon's pitching (1.09 ERA) and hitting skills
(.472 BA- 4 HR's). He also hit .429 for the 1992 SMSBL World Series team.
